Scholarship Eligibility Requirements or Criteria

Applicant must be a current member of an FFA or 4-H chapter.
Applications must have been an active member of FFA or 4-H for at least 3 years
Applicant must have participated in FFA/4-H projects and activities

Applicant should provide a resume listing any high school accomplishments, rewards, work and/or
volunteer experience, etc.

Applicant must have an overall GPA of 2.75 and proof of GPA must accompany your application.

Application must be a senior enrolled in an accredited High School. He/she must also be accepted as a
full time student and enrolled in the fall 2024 semester in a college, university, accredited trade or
vocational school. Proof of enrollment will be required before funds will be released.

Applicant must submit two letters of recommendation; one letter should be from a school counselor,
principal or teacher.

Please include a wallet sized portrait of yourself with this application to be used
for publication purposes.

Applications must be returned to your counselor office.

Additional Information

The recipient will receive a $1,000 scholarship if selected. Funds are to be used to attend an accredited
vocation or technical school or college.

Applications must be filled out completely or they will not be considered in the selection process. All
information is considered confidential.
