e The Apply Texas application has 2 components: 1. THE PROFILE 2. THE ACTUAL APPLICATION
~ If you only complete the profile portion, you will not receive you HCC student ID#.

®Fill in all pages of the application (if needed).
® Students, use your personal email, NOT school or iCloud.
® Parents, if you are helping your child, be sure to fill in answers as if you are the student.

®Questions marked with an asterisk (*) are required. Otherwise, if you do not know the answer, or how to
answer it, you may skip over the question .

®After both sections are complete, watch for an email from HCC with your HCC student ID#. The number
will begin with the letter “W” followed by 9 digits.
