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AP/KAP Course Commitment

Katy ISD recognizes the value of student participation in advanced academic coursework and encourages students to

graduate from high school with at least one advanced academic course credit such as Advanced Placement. Participation

in advanced academic courses is a foundation of college readiness. Students who participate are more likely to complete a

bachelor’s degree in college and typically have higher college GPAs (Hargrove, Godin and Dodd, 2007; Dodd and Keng,

2008). The intent of this commitment is to maximize each student’s potential for success in AP and KAP courses.

KAP and AP courses are designed to challenge students beyond grade-level academic courses and prepare them for

success in future advanced coursework. Students may require additional encouragement and support from both family

and campus to be successful in advanced academics.
